Barolo wine is so revered that it was one of just three wines awarded DOCG status when classification was introduced in
1980. The hallmarks of the wine are tar and roses aroma, bright ruby color which fades to garnet over time, firm tannins,
elevated acidity and relatively high allcohol. As the tannins soften over time, the complexity of this beautiful wine shows through.

2021  Alkina Kin Birdsong Shiraz Barossa Valley, SA 38/90/160

Alkina was established in 2015 and promptly converted all vineyards to NASAA-certified organic and biodynamic.

The sites are carefully studied to make terroir driven wines. The Kin range expresses the beauty and energy of Shiraz
in rocky sites. The parcels of fruit that made up this blend came from the Old Quarter, Polygon 14 (clay, young vine) and
Polygon 1 (schist, old vine). Boysenberry, mulberry, violet, black pepper, aromatic spices with textured tannins.
